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Three early entires add colour to the rather grey picture presented in the history books of the BWI in
the 18th Century (not to mention the routine of postal history: routes & rates):

FIGURE 1

1764: A packet letter from Beans & Cuthbert, shipping merchants in Jamaica, to the
recently-established wine merchants Newton & Gordon in Madeira.

The letter was sent via Philadelphia where forwarding agents Willing & Morris (not recorded by
Rowel*) ensured that it continued on its slow journey of 77 days to Madeira.

The letter notes that the brig ‘Charming Sally’ had carried 11 pipes of wine to Jamaica, arriving too
late to avoid duty under the recently passed British Sugar Act which levied duty on sugar, wine and
textiles imported into America.

The 160 tonne ‘Charming Sally’ was based in Jamaica from about 1739 until the American War of
Independence, when she moved home port to Providence, Rhode Island. Her main claim to fame
was that in June 1752 she carried a troupe of actors from England to the New World. They formed
the first professional American Theatrical Company.

1771: A packet letter carried on the ‘Spooner’.

This 200 ton ship was built in Boston, 1765, and registered in Glasgow, 1767. It had 16 crew and was
captained by Daniel Graham a merchant as well as a sea captain.

The ‘Spooner’ made regular trips between Basseterre, St. Kitts and Glasgow, carrying sugar and
cotton, and bringing back general merchandise. The vessel was owned by Alexander Houston & Co.
of Glasgow. Captain Graham had a store at the head of Liverpool Row, Basseterre, where he sold
dry goods, oatmeal, “jereboams and magnums” of claret & ironware (St. Christopher Gazette, March
2, 1776).

The rate for this letter was 1/7d (1/- packet letter rate from 1765 + 7d within Scotland), for carriage via
Greenock from St. Kitts to Lunga Castle, Argylishire (pictured at www.lunga.com) home to the
MacDougalls, a ‘tumultuous seafaring’ family. The letter is from Alec McDougall to his brother, noting
that he was well but the sugar cane had been badly burnt.

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1792: A ship letter from Simon Taylor, politician, lawyer and plantation owner?, to Stephen Fuller, a
Jamaica agent, in London.

The rate was 1/11d for carriage from Kingston, Jamaica to the UK, & 5d from Dover to London. This
was part of bundle of letters charged at 6/- for transport on the ‘Canada’. Simon Taylor’s letter adds
information to other of his correspondence held at London University’s Institute of Commonwealth
Studies (commonwealth.sas.ac.uk).

This particular letter refers to the Duke of Clarence - the future William IV - who had recently left the
West Indies after naval service & to a Captain Kimber who was unsuccessfully tried for assaulting a
female slave en route from Africa to Grenada.

The above research reminded me that the literature on British West Indies mail in the 18" Century is
rather diverse. So I've collated information from the literature & the Internet to produce the table
below. This lists ships that are known to have carried mail to and from & sometimes between the
British West Indies, in the 18™ Century. The information summarised comes from a wide range of
sources, but can still be extended and doubtless improved in many other ways - please do let me
have new information by e-mail (watson@waitrose.com). For example, is it true that there is
apparently no West Indies wreck mail recorded for the 18" Century (Hoggarth & Gwynn 2003)?

Some background to the three headings below:

e Ship owners took a rather relaxed approach when naming vessels - more than one ship with
the same name at a given time was not unknown in the 18" Century. Indeed replacements for
scrapped ships were often given the same name, but not always ‘the 2""’, ‘the 3", etc.

o Dates inevitably include periods when the ships were out of service or carrying mail in other
parts of the World.

e Source information is taken as being accurate, but more than one reference drawing on
different information is particularly reassuring.

I hope the list below saves postal historians a lot of work, not least in determining that a new ship or
two can be added to this list!
